Marine Medium
Helicopter Squadron 764 transitioned into Marine Medium Tiltrotor
Squadron 764 as Lt. Col. Scott Craig relinquished command of the unit to
Lt. Col. David Weinstein. The Ospreys are replacing the CH-46E Sea
Knights used by the 4th Marine Aircraft Wing (MAW) since 1965. The
change equips the 4th MAW with the first tiltrotor aircraft that takes off and
lands like a helicopter, but flies like an airplane, capable of reaching high-
speed and high-altitude flight.

When the 13th Marine Expeditionary Unit (MEU) gets underway this spring,
it will become the first West Coast-based unit to take the MV-22 Osprey out
to sea. It will replace the 15th MEU currently deployed with the Peleliu
Amphibious Ready Group in the U.S. Central Command region. The
priorities of their deployment will be crisis response, contingency
operations in support of operational plans, engaging with U.S. partners in
Theater Security Cooperation exercises and ongoing operations, including
counterterrorism and humanitarian missions.
