We passed through the Suez 

Canal a few days ago and are now taking part in  

exercise EAGER LION in Jordan. The MEU will  

operate ashore and at-sea during the exercise.  Our 

mission will be to partner with Jordanian armed 

forces, exchange tactics and techniques and develop a 

better understanding of Jordanõs geography, people 

and culture. This exercise is similar to AFRICAN 

LION in Morocco but on a larger scale with many 

more moving parts.  

  

Itõs been a busy deployment so far and I believe it will 

remain so until our return later in the year.  The MEU 

did very well in Morocco. I was very proud of your 

Marines and Sailors. They quickly adapted to a  

physically challenging operating environment and  

established strong ties with their Moroccan partners. 

This was the first MEU involvement in AFRICAN 

LION and the first time a MEU had visited this part of 

Africa in a long time. The loss of Corporal Derek 

Kerns and Corporal Robby Reyes in our MV-22  

accident was tragic and very sad. Please keep their 

wives, children and families in your thoughts and 

prayers. I appreciated your patience and  

understanding as we dealt with this crisis. My focus 

was on the families of the lost and injured and I had to 

be sure official notifications were made before  

communicating with anyone else. 

 

The port visits after Morocco were a welcomed pause 

in our scheduleñSpain for the Iwo Jima, Italy for the 

New York and Albania for Gunston Hall. Most of the 

Marines and Sailors had the opportunity to get out 

and about in these ports, with many taking advantage 

of the MWR tours.  Liberty ports are one aspect of 

MEU deployments that have been reduced greatly 

over the past ten years due to operational  

requirements.  I am glad our Marines and Sailors are 

able to experience foreign cultures and visit new 

places. Our next opportunity for liberty port visits 

comes after EAGER LION if our schedule holds. 

 

We are thinking about you as the school year closes 

out and summer approaches. Thanks for holding the 

fort down and keeping everyone safe, healthy and 

moving forward. I know Ann has many family activities 

planned throughout the deployment. Please get  

involved where you can and take advantage of the 

many great summer deals and programs out there for 

Service families. I think about our family day at 

Onslow Beach last summer and how much my family 

enjoyed meeting the Command Element families for 

the first time. Since then, I have been impressed and 

energized by the level of support, commitment and 

unity our families have displayed.  I canõt thank you 

enough for your continued love and support. Your 

strength and resiliency at home gives us strength and 

resiliency out here.

The purpose of this course is to help you develop an understanding of how Social Networking Sites can 

create vulnerabilities for you and your family if you fail to employ proper OPSEC. 

The Importance of Operational Security (OPSEC)  

As a family member of the MEU, you will have access to unit information which, when pieced together 

with other indicators, can provide tactical advantages to our adversaries. 

 

Your Marine or Sailor is responsible for the information they share with you.  If he tells you the date he is 

leaving or returning and you post that on a website, that Marine or Sailor can be punished for violating 

operational security.   

 

The following information is off limits for public dissemination:  specific sizes of units; unit movements; 

troop rotation schedules; position and movement of U.S. Navy ships; descriptions of overseas military 

bases; unit morale; and in general, any information which may be beneficial to our enemies.   

 

Most OPSEC violations are committed unintentionally.  If you have a question about information that is 

okay to discuss in a public forum, please contact the Family Readiness Officer.
