HOLISTIC HEALING FRO M THE INSIDE OUT!

Pastoral Counseling has been defined as a relationship of caring between
the person or family seeking counseling and the pastoral counselor in which
healing, reconciliation and the alleviation of pain occur. The counseling relation-
ship helps to integrate the spiritual, emotional and physical dimensions of a per-

Pastoral counseling is an approach to therapy in which the insights of the-
ology and spirituality are integrated with the principles of modern behavioral sci-
ence to help individuals, couples, families, groups and institutions achieve
wholeness and health. Different from other forms of counseling, pastoral coun-
seling is guided by the conviction that emotional illnesses are best healed by
taking into consideration both the wisdom of spiritual teachings and the knowl-
edge of human psychology.

Despite the added benefits of a spiritually based mental health approach,
many people do not take advantage of pastoral counseling. One reason is that
some people fear that they would be pressed in a certain spiritual direction, par-
ticularly if the counselor were of a different faith. As for myself, | tend to help
people explore their Spirituality and make their own decisions.

Another reason some people stay away from pastoral counseling is be-
cause they have a negative image of God. Through formative experiences some
people view God as atyrannical type of an abusive parent. Or they think that
God is distant or hasn't answered their prayers. Therefore, it's hard for them to
find a spiritual connection in difficult or trying times.
