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SOAR is a free website providing students and parents with resources to: 

1) Identify academic strengths and weaknesses in math and reading.

· Students in grades 3 through high school have access to comprehensive and skill specific tests to help identify skills that students have mastered and skills where additional instruction might be needed.

· Assessments are aligned to state learning standards and immediate feedback is provided to students and parents.

2) Instruct the student in math, reading and language arts through interactive tutorials.

· Skill specific tutorials provide additional instruction and review to students.

· Lessons are self-guided and have audio components so students can work independently or with parents.

3) Involve parents by providing educational resources written specifically for parents.

· Parents can access their child’s account to see how they have done on tests and the tutorial activities any time.

· Hundreds of activities are provided that parents can work on with their child.

· Links to state websites and other educational resources to help parents learn more about a state or district the family might be moving to in the future.

The Military Impacted Schools Association (MISA) sponsors SOAR in partnership with the University of Northern Iowa, The Princeton Review, and Houghton Mifflin.  We have come together to provide resources to assist with the unique challenges for military children.  Our hope is that SOAR will help children improve in their academic endeavors, and ease the transition of moving from one military installation to another.

Results of tests or activities taken on SOAR are not recommended to be used by school districts for placement, gifted or special needs identification, or credit recovery.  SOAR is not designed to predict performance on standardized tests or as a student’s primary source of learning.
