DUTIES:  JAI is responsible for providing overall management of all information technology activities and operations of the Judge Advocate Division (JAD). The JAI Branch serves as the principal advisor to the Staff Judge Advocate (SJA) regarding the use of information technology to increase productivity and efficiency of military legal practice services in the Marine Corps.

DUTIES: Provides pre-mobilization legal assistance to SMCR units in accordance with Force Order 5800.6.  Judge advocates are assigned to a specific Area of Responsibility and are required to provide support to MSC units and commanders throughout the assigned AOR on a "circuit basis".

Specific areas of support include but are not limited to:


a. Command advice.  In coordination with the Branch Head, RJACSS provides legal advice to commanders on issues related to fiscal law, operational law, administrative and civil law and other areas as required.


b.  Legal Assistance.  Provides legal assistance services to Marines, Sailors, and their eligible dependents to ensure that each individual is prepared for mobilization and deployment.  Provides individualized estate planning advice and preparation of legal documents to include wills, powers of attorney, and advance medical directives. Conducts private appointments with individuals as needed on any authorized legal assistance topic, including dissolution of marriage, child custody/visitation, landlord/tenant issues, the Service members' Civil Relief Act, consumer contracts, taxes, and immigration. 


c. Administrative law.  Provides advice and training on various administrative legal issues, such as JAG Manual Investigations, administrative separations, relief for cause, competency review board, etc.


d.  Operational Law training and advice.  In coordination with the Law of War detachment, provides basic operational law and rules of engagement training and advice to SMCR units and personnel as required.
