1. 1In accordance with ref (a), the Marine Corps Installations
Command is reporting details regarding the Marine Corps’
executive fleet vehicle.

2. Ref (b) defines executive fleet vehicles as “vehicles used
primarily to transport Senior Executives (Heads of Agencies,
Senior Executive Service (SES) employees, and General
Officers)”.

3. Department of Defense and Marine Corps policy restricts
individual assignment of vehicles to the minimum body size and
maximum efficiency. The Marine Corps will make appropriate
changes to its executive fleet as soon as is practicable.
