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e FY 07-11 (Class A, B, & C mishaps)

— On duty total mishap direct cost:
$1,147,533,643.00

— Off duty total mishap direct cost: $83,922,313.00

— Does not include indirect costs: SGLI, death gratuity,
pay arrears, time to train/replace, etc.

— DoD 1988 cost estimates, adjusted for inflation (MCO
P5102.1B)

e FY- 12 estimated cost
— On duty: $203,118,982.00
— Off duty: $16,784,462.00




On-Duty Statistics
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e Mishaps
— 55% (11) occurred OCONUS
e (5) Electrocutions mishaps/ (6) fatalities- OEF
e (1) MATV rollover- OEF
e (1) Friendly fire- OEF
e (1) Negligent Discharge during FAM fire training event-
Djibouti
e (3) Aviation mishaps- OEF/Morocco
— 20% (4) PT Class A mishaps; Last PT mishaps
occurred 2009

— 25% (5) in CONUS during training events
e (2) Rollovers during exercises
e (1) Serious injury during Recruit training
e (2) Aviation mishaps




Off-Duty Statistics
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e Off-Duty PMV-4 mishaps
— 52% decrease In fatalities from previous year
— 60% below 5 year average

— Deaths trending down; however:
e FY 12 Alcohol related: (73 %) 43% increase zs g 12
e FY 11 Alcohol related: (30%o)

e Off-Duty PMV-2 mishaps
— 38% decrease In fatalities from previous year

— 40% below 5 year average

— Deaths trending down; however:
e FY 12 Alcohol related: (36%) 7% increase 23 aug 12
e FY 11 Alcohol related: (29%)




FY 12 8-Day Trends o s
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e In FY 11, there were (144) 8-day briefs

e In FY 12, there are a total of (112) 8-day briefs
— 20% decrease from previous FY

— 39 were Suicides
e SNCOs: 5; NCOs: 15; LCpl and below: 19
e (24) had medical or mental history
e (12) involved the use of psychotropic medications
e (3) abused both psychotropic medications and alcohol

e Better reporting in FY 12
— Per 26t EFPB, CMC SD updated 8-day template

e Force Preservation training
e Suicide Awareness/Prevention training
e In-depth Medical/Mental history
