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USMC CREW TRAINER/LEADER course
Master Lesson File 3B
Course Information

Overview:  The USMC CREW Trainer/Leader Course provides personnel the knowledge required to plan missions, train personnel and tactically operate and maintain Marine Corps CREW systems (Chameleon, CVRJ, and Guardian).  Training also includes instruction regarding the Radio Controlled IED (RCIED) threat and basic electronic warfare.
This course will be continually updated to reflect the evolving threat, friendly TTPs, and unit training requirements.  Student feedback, Marine Corps Center for Lessons Learned submissions, and operational reports will be used to maintain the relevancy of this course.

Concept:  This course requires 16 hours of training time (approximately four hours lecture, nine hours of practical application/TDGs, and three hours for teach backs).  Since the practical application is the most time intensive portion of this course, class size will influence the actual time needed to complete training. The practical application can be taught using surrogates that the MCEC provides in the classroom or using live systems that the unit provides. Course terminal and enabling learning objectives are as follows:
Given USMC Counter Radio Controlled Improvised Explosive Device Electronic Warfare (CREW) systems and an operations order, demonstrate tactical planning, effective operations/employment of CREW systems, and post-mission actions and analysis per the references and operators’ guides. 
1.  Without the aid of references, identify the principles of electronic warfare (EW) as they 
     apply to CREW systems.

2.  Without the aid of references, identify USMC CREW systems including their components.

3.  With the aid of references and given a CREW system, conduct systems operating
     procedures.

4.  With the aid of references, conduct preventive maintenance checks and services (PMCS)
     on CREW systems.  

5.  Without the aid of references, identify procedures for the safe operation of CREW
     systems.

6.  Given a tactical situation and a CREW system(s), conduct mission planning in order to 
     integrate CREW employment into the concept of operations. 

7.  Given a tactical situation and a CREW system(s), conduct pre-mission actions to ensure
     CREW system(s) and personnel are prepared to support the concept of operations.

8.  Given a tactical situation and a CREW system(s), identify employment considerations to 
     support the concept of operations.

9.  Given a tactical situation and a CREW system(s), conduct post-mission actions to
     prepare unit personnel and equipment for follow-on operations.
Target Audience:  NCO or higher Marine or Sailor who may be involved with the planning, operations, and training of CREW systems.  Class size: MIN 10 students, MAX 20 students.
