Packing List
The following gear list is the minimum requirements for the course.  If you want to bring something that is not on the list, then use common sense.  If it is an item that will aid you in the planning or conduct of a patrol, then you can bring it.  As long as it doesn’t violate any of the principles of patrolling, then you will most likely be able to use it during the course.  RTLC is not a supply depot and you should be using the equipment that you will be utilizing during deployments / training with your unit.   Temperatures during the patrolling phase will range between 45 and 90 degrees F.  Scant amounts of precipitation are expected but rain is still a possibility.

NOTE 1 
Student check-in and graduation will be in camouflage utilities, not service Bravos / Charlies.

NOTE 2
If you have non-issued boots or clothing / warming layers that you would like to utilize during the actual conduct of a patrol, then you may bring them and wear them DURING THE PATROL only.  Anytime you are in a rear/garrison area, you must wear USMC approved boots and clothing.

NOTE 3
You need to have Flak/Kevlar for transport purposes and ranges.  Side SAPI, throat, neck and groin protector not required.

NOTE 4 
What setup you use for patrolling is up to you, as long as you can carry 2-4 qts of water and at least 6 magazines on it. You may also utilize any slings, rail covers, weapons lights, etc… that you desire during the course.  You will be required to utilize a sling during some evolutions.
THE FOLLOWING ITEMS ARE NOT REQUIRED BUT MAY BE BROUGHT AND UTILIZED DURING THE COURSE:

        a.  HAND HELD GLOBAL POSITIONING (GPS) DEVICE

        b.  ORIENTEERING COMPASS (E.G. SUUNTO MC SERIES, ETC)

        c.  TERRAIN MODEL KIT

        d.  PRE-FORMATED PATROL AND/OR NATO REPORT FORMATS

        e.  HIDE KIT MATERIALS


   f.  PERSONAL COMPUTER (HIGHLY RECOMMENDED AND ALL

            STUDENTS ARE ADVISED TO BRING ONE IF THEY OWN ONE)
