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1 PowerTrack Functionality
1.1 Purpose

The TVCD PowerTrack Transition describes the operational tasks performed by Transportation Voucher Certification Division (TVCD) in support of PowerTrack. The responsibilities relate to the management of freight and household good transportation, shipper site activities, carrier/transportation service provider relationships, PowerTrack activities and error handling processes.
1.2 Background
Management Reform Memorandum #15, signed by the Under Secretary of Defense on 7 July 1997, planned to reengineer the Department of Defense (DoD) transportation documentation and financial processes. The plan was realized with the selection of PowerTrack (a web-based, third party payment tool developed by U.S. Bank) that provides a single, standard payment system across all modes of transportation. This commercial payment process enables carriers/transportation service providers to be paid directly by U.S. Bank. Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) reimburses U.S. Bank for the payment of transportation services. This process enables DFAS to create and liquidate an obligation for the shipper vendor. 
In 2000, over 485 DoD Shipper Sites implemented the use of PowerTrack. DFAS has since been working to fully automate these shipper sites with each of the services accounting and entitlement systems. During the month of November 2004, the United States Marine Corps (USMC) became the first service to become fully automated, from front-end (shipper systems) to back-end (accounting systems). This automation is referred to as the Automated Commercial Transportation Payment and Accounting Process Concept of Operations (Auto CONOPS).
The goals of Auto CONOPS include the following:

· Increase invoice efficiency

· Reduce manual workload throughout the entire process

· Comply with financial law, regulations, and policy
· Use the Transportation Global Edit Table (TGET) to validate segmented Lines of Accounting (LOAs)

· Record obligations at the time of occurrence via Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) feeds

· Integrate financial and operational systems
The benefits of Auto CONOPS include the following:

· Embrace latest e-commerce technology

· Eliminate government unique documentation

· Reduce cost and infrastructure

· Automate the payment and accounting process by using segmented, pre-edited LOAs

1.3 PowerTrack Basics

PowerTrack is a third-party transportation vendor payment system owned by the U.S. Bank.  By matching buyer and seller transportation documentation, payments are consolidated and delivered to carriers by the U.S. Bank on behalf of the buyers.  The United States Marine Corps, Air Force, Army, Navy, Coast Guard, DLA, DCMA, State Department and other Federal Agencies that make DoD commercial shipments use PowerTrack for payment processing.

PowerTrack interfaces with users through the following website:

In order to access the system, all users must have a user account and password provided by the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator or by U.S. Bank (when requesting DoD-wide access).  The process of obtaining user accounts is covered in section 1.8.2, User Account Management.

· Programs and Resources/Accounting Branch (P&R/RFA)

· Traffic Management Officers (TMOs)

1.5 PowerTrack Responsibilities
· Carrier/Seller: The carrier picks up the cargo, delivers it to a specific destination, and updates the delivery status of the shipment in PowerTrack. The carrier can update PowerTrack using a web interface or EDI transaction sets to submit the delivery status and/or price confirmation. After approval from the TMO, the carrier receives payment from U.S. Bank, and as needed, works with the TMO to process any credit adjustments (called E-bills) via PowerTrack. The Carrier is referred to as the “Seller” in PowerTrack.
· Certifying Officer: The Certifying Officer (CO) is responsible for the verification of the PowerTrack Summary Invoice (PSI). Prior to PSI certification, the CO verifies that all LOAs, Standard Document Numbers (SDNs) and Transportation Account Codes (TACs) on the PSI are valid.  A representative appointed by the Commanding Officer acts as the Certifying Officer. This person may be the TMO or someone appointed with Transportation Authority (TA) for Transportation Office (TO) authority. The certifying officer receives the PSI from U.S. Bank, certifies the charges, signs the statement, and submits the certified statement to DFAS within five business days after availability in the PowerTrack system.
· Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS)-Columbus (PowerTrack Program Manager): DFAS-Columbus manages the PowerTrack program with assistance from DFAS-Arlington.
· Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS)-Columbus, Vendor Pay: The DFAS-Columbus Vendor Pay office is responsible for the payment of the manual portion of USMC PowerTrack Summary Invoices.
· Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS)-Indianapolis, Transportation Pay Branch: DFAS-Indianapolis provides oversight and management of the Auto CONOPS process. The DFAS-Indianapolis Point of Contact (POC) assists the Marine Corps on billing and system issues related to the Auto CONOPS.
· Funds Manager (FM): The FM authorizes funding for shipment requests, records obligations for manual transactions, and monitors funds usage. The FM provides shipping customers with valid, properly formatted and funded LOAs. FMs have the responsibility to work with DFAS to resolve errors encountered from the recording of obligations and during the invoice settlement processes. Additionally, the FM has the responsibility to resolve TAC and LOA disputes with the TMO representative.
· Transportation Voucher Certification Division (TVCD) PowerTrack System Administrator: The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator is responsible for general PowerTrack execution and oversight of the USMC PowerTrack users. This role falls under the direction of the Second Destination Transportation (SDT) Transportation of Things (ToT) Program Manager.
· Headquarters, Marine Corps (HQMC) Second Destination Transportation (SDT) Transportation of Things (ToT) Program Manager: The HQMC SDT ToT Program Manager manages HQMC SDT ToT funds that are used to support the second destination transportation of Marine Corps materiel within the Continental United States (CONUS) and Outside the Continental United States (OCONUS) locations.
· Programs and Resources /Accounting Branch (P&R/RFA): P&R/RFA supplies the list of LOAs and TACs that are to be included in the PowerTrack Chart of Accounts. These TACs and LOAs follow FA2 Specification format determined by DFAS.
· Traffic Management Officer (TMO)/Buyer: The TMO is responsible for maintaining Line of Accounting (LOA) authorization letters, and receiving and processing shipment requests. The TMO generates a manifest pickup report that accompanies the shipment. Additionally, the TMO is responsible for approving payment to carriers for shipments meeting contractual guidelines. The TMO is referred to as the “Buyer” in PowerTrack.
· PowerTrack/US Bank: PowerTrack’s responsibilities include monitoring the completion of the two payment trigger events (service completion and invoice approval) and distribution of funds based on the billed amount.
1.6 Data, Documents and Applications
The PowerTrack Support process involves the use of the following data, documents, and applications:
· PowerTrack: PowerTrack is a commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) software. Owned by U.S. Bank, it is used by DoD as a single standard payment system across all modes of transportation. PowerTrack consolidates the monthly incurred charges onto a single summary invoice for each shipper site, thereby streamlining the payment process for DoD transportation.
· Transportation Global Edit Table (TGET): TGET is the repository of DoD LOAs and TACs providing a daily download to TRACKER. TGET is updated throughout the year to include any new or modified LOA and TAC information. TGET validates LOAs and TACs to comply with financial law, and provides edits on the LOAs to ensure the necessary fields as defined by the DoD accounting and entitlement systems are included in each of the segments.  See section ‎2 for detailed FA2 segment descriptions.
· Air Force Materiel Command (AFMC) TRACKER: AFMC TRACKER receives a daily download from TGET with all USMC TAC and LOA data. AFMC TRACKER uses the TAC information to populate the segmented LOA information on the Commercial Bill of Lading (CBL, EDI 858) before forwarding it to the Government Exchange Server (GEX).
· Cargo Movement Operations System (CMOS): CMOS is the Air Force freight shipper system that provides the capability to effectively plan, document and manage outbound and inbound cargo. The Marine Corps currently uses CMOS as its freight shipper system and the Army is considering transitioning from their current shipper system (GFM) to CMOS during future process implementations.
· Commercial Bills of Lading (CBL, EDI 858): A receipt, listing goods shipped, that is generated from CMOS and uploaded into PowerTrack.
· Electronic Data Interchange (EDI 858, EDI 821, EDI 810, EDI 814): The naming convention used to describe the CBLs, obligation files, and electronic invoices utilized in the Auto CONOPS process.  See section ‎1.7 for detailed EDI descriptions.
· Defense Automatic Addressing System Center (DAASC): DAASC is the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) unclassified system for automatically routing Military Standard Requisition and Issue Procedures (MILSTRIP) transactions among customers, suppliers, depots, and shipping activities. DAASC manages the Government Exchange Server (GEX), which processes the EDI 858 commercial bills of lading sent from CMOS.
· Government Exchange Server (GEX): GEX routes and converts electronic data interchanges (EDIs) into user defined files (UDFs)—a readable format for accounting systems and other systems. GEX processes and modifies EDI files involved in the PowerTrack process (EDI 858, EDI 821, and EDI 810). It receives EDI 858 commercial bills of lading (CBLs) from CMOS, and transmits the EDI 858 into PowerTrack. Also, it receives the EDI 821 (obligation file) and EDI 810 (invoice) from PowerTrack. GEX creates a UDF (UDF 821 & UDF 810) from the EDI for processing in SABRS and the Computerized Accounts Payable System for Windows (CAPS-W). 
· Computerized Accounts Payable System for Windows (CAPS-W): USMC uses this Entitlement System to receive UDF 810s, and certify the invoice for disbursement.
· Data Routing Table: The Data Routing Table is a spreadsheet of routing paths of the Accounting Installation Number (AIN) from the EDI 858 (commitment), EDI 821 (obligation), and to the EDI 810 (invoice) and User Defined Files (UDF). The routing table is currently maintained at DFAS-Arlington and is sorted based on each AIN.
· Defense Finance and Accounting Services (DFAS) Issue Papers.: DFAS Issue Papers are proposed process papers for PowerTrack that are released by DFAS Arlington and forwarded to all of the services for coordination.
· PowerTrack Reference Materials: Additional training/reference material are accessible from the PowerTrack website.
· PowerTrack Standard Operating Procedures (SOP): The PowerTrack SOP is a user guide for TMOs. It lists the roles and responsibilities related to PowerTrack as well as describes the business rules that govern the commercial carrier payment process. 

· Standard Accounting, Budgeting, and Reporting System (SABRS): SABRS is the USMC official accounting system. It records commitments, obligations, expenses, and liquidations. It receives the User Defined Files obligations (UDF 821).
· Standard Carrier Alpha Code (SCAC): The SCAC is a unique two-to four-letter code assigned to transportation companies for identification purposes. The SCAC is required to conduct business with the U.S. government.

· Transportation Account Code (TAC): The TAC links movement authority, funding approval, and accounting data for shipments of cargo and personal property in the Defense Transportation System (DTS) as well as the Continental United States (CONUS) commercial shipments using the PowerTrack application.
· Segmented Lines of Accounting (LOA): The segmented line of accounting is an accounting code broken down into individual segments that are readable and comply with the FA2 system specifications released by DFAS Arlington. Segmented LOAs allow for the automated payment by DFAS to U.S. Bank.

· Text Lines of Accounting (LOA): The text line of accounting, commonly referred to as the manual LOA, is listed in the manual portion of the PSI. The Certifying Officer validates this portion of the PSI manually by faxing it to DFAS-Columbus Vendor Pay for payment.

1.7 EDI Definitions

Electronic Data Interchanges are the naming conventions in the Auto CONOPS process to describe the CBLs, obligation files, and electronic invoices utilized.

· EDI 814 – TAC/LOA Data from TGET to PowerTrack to load Chart of Accounts

· EDI 811 – Payment from US Bank to Carrier

· EDI 821 – Obligation File

· EDI 858 – Commercial Bill of Lading

· EDI 997/824 – Error Report from a failed EDI 858 sent by PowerTrack to DAASC

1.8 PowerTrack System Administrator Responsibilities

The methodologies employed by the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator to support the PowerTrack processes are organized into the following eight sections:
1. Chart of Accounts Management

2. User Account Management

3. New Trading Partner Relation (TPR) Creation 

4. Missing Transactions

5. Failed USMC TAC Conversions

6. Identification and Resolution of PowerTrack Issues

7. DFAS/USMC Memorandum of Agreement

8. Implementing PowerTrack at Additional Sites
1.8.1 Chart of Accounts Management
In PowerTrack, every account has an associated table, known as the Chart of Accounts (COA), which contains a list of every LOA or TAC used for shipping transactions.
The COA is maintained to ensure that valid TACs and LOAs exist in PowerTrack. The COA is reviewed periodically to expire and modify invalid TACs and LOAs. Per DFAS Issue Paper 50, HQMC elected to centrally manage its TACs and LOAs by having one Chart of Accounts for all USMC TMOs. The current USMC COA name is ‘USMC v2.’  This allowed more control and oversight on USMC shipments. The responsibilities associated with managing the Chart of Accounts include:

1. Creating a new COA (when applicable)
2. Pre-populating/populating the COA manually and/or with the TGET/EDI 814 download
3. Manually assigning LOAs to TACs
1.8.1.1 Creating a New Chart of Accounts (COA)
The instructions for creating a new COA per PowerTrack are available upon request from DFAS-Arlington. The decision to create a new COA rests with the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator. This decision is contingent on the amount of erroneous data in the current chart and the time needed to review and correct the COA.
1.8.1.2 Pre-Populating/Populating the Chart of Accounts
TAC/LOA information is updated or added to the USMC COA as needed throughout the year. At the end of the current fiscal year, it is the responsibility of the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator to load the PowerTrack COA with the upcoming fiscal year data. The role that the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator plays in the update depends on the manner in which the TAC/LOA data is loaded.  The options for loading the COA, listed below, are not mutually exclusive and can be used in combination to achieve a complete data set:
1.8.1.2.1 TGET/EDI 814 Map
An efficient and preferred method for pre-populating/populating the COA involves taking a copy of the latest TGET download (available in September) and sorting the file based on Accounting Installation Numbers (AINs). The file is then sent to DFAS-Indianapolis Transportation Pay Branch with the request that it be processed through the Northrop Grumman 814 map at GEX. This map translates the file into the correct format for processing and uploading into the USMC COA.
Current TGET/EDI 814 Map Instructions
1. TVCD requests DFAS-Indianapolis to create the EDI 814 file.
2. TVCD specifies to DFAS-Indianapolis the appropriate COA to upload the automated/segmented LOAs.
· Should TVCD decide to upload the EDI 814 file to the existing Chart of Accounts, TVCD has to ensure that all previous fiscal year TACs have been expired. If TACs from the previous fiscal are not expired in the existing chart, those TACs for the current fiscal year that overlap will not make the association to the LOAs to be updated.
· Another option entails TVCD creating a new COA. Upon the request of the TMO, TVCD activates the use of the previous chart of accounts. When the TMO is finished using the previous chart of accounts, the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator points them back to the new COA. Instructions for pointing the TMO to a different COA are available below.
Faux 858 Process

A Faux 858 can be used in the absence of an EDI 814 upload.  If a TAC is required for use before it is loaded via an EDI 814 and has funds available, a fake obligation payment is processed and loaded into PowerTrack so that an Ebill can be generated and the transaction can be charged against the new TAC.  The Faux 858 passes through DAASC and is sent to PowerTrack in the format ‘TAC_XXXX’.

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1.8.1.2.2 EDI 858 Commercial Bills of Lading (CBL)
TACs and segmented LOAs are automatically loaded into the COA as the CBL is loaded into PowerTrack.
	Pros
	Cons

	· Requires minimal effort from the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator

· This is the default method that currently occurs

1.8.1.2.3 Manual Entry 
The TVCD System Administrator manually inputs the TACs and segmented LOAs into the COA. The LOA information is acquired from the SABRS 315 table and is available upon request from P&R/RFA.

	· Simple and direct user interface

· Complete control over TAC/LOA data entered

	· Time consuming and requires a greater level of effort from the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator

· Does not pass required edit checks that are performed at TGET

· High probability of error exists for manually entered segmented LOAs


Risks Associated With Not Using the EDI 814 Map Upload.

If the LOA/TAC has not been used on a commercial bill of lading (CBL) or was not manually inserted, it will not be available for use on an E-bill. Additionally, the expiration date will not populate on the LOA/TAC from the CBL.

7. Insert the accounting code segments into the appropriate fields. Include the appropriate Accounting Code Name, Effective Date and Expiration Date into the fields below. 

8. After completion of the inputs, click ‘Save’ to save the accounting code into the USMC chart of accounts.

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9. Select the ‘Assignment Policies’ tab to assign a Transportation Account Code (TAC) to the recently created Line of Accounting (LOA).

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10. Select ‘TAC (TA segment)’ to populate the TAC assignment window.

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11. Click ‘New’ to create a new TAC.

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12. Input the TAC into the Alias Field then click ‘Find Accnt’ to find a LOA to assign this TAC.

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13. Enter the desired accounting code segments to search the repository of accounting codes within the USMC Chart of Accounts. In this example, a search of MGR3 within the C1- Program Element is performed. Select the “C1 – Program Element” from the Segment drop-down menu. Enter “MGR3” in the “Starts with/Contains” field.
14. Click ‘Add’ 
15. After this data is included in the search, click ‘Find’.

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16. Select the newly created LOA to associate the TAC. This step is completed in the Accounting Code section of the chart of accounts. 

17. After selecting the accounting code, click ‘Return’.

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The selected accounting code is returned to the TAC policy screen. 

18. Input the Effective Date and Expiration Date.
19. Click ‘Save’.

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This establishes a relationship between the TAC and the LOA for the USMC Chart of Accounts. 
1.8.1.3 Instructions to Expire TAC to LOA Relationships
When a TAC to LOA relationship exists, the relationship has to be expired before a new relationship can be created. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator processes these actions when USMC LOAs fail pre-validation at DFAS. They also may correct these TACs to ensure the TAC is aligned to the appropriate fiscal year. Direction for making these TAC/LOA changes comes from P&R/RFA and DFAS-Arlington. The directions to expire a TAC to LOA relationship are covered in the steps below.
When the EDI 814 is used to load a PowerTrack COA, one benefit is that TAC/LOA relationships will have appropriate effective and expiration dates.  LOA validity correlates to the government fiscal year.  A TAC with an updated LOA relationship loaded via the EDI 814 prior to the end of the government fiscal year will become effective on 1 October and expire on 30 September the following year.  A TAC with updated LOA relationships loaded during the fiscal year will become effective on the following business day and expire on 30 September of the current fiscal year.

1. Click ‘Find Alias’ to search on an existing TAC.

2. Enter the TAC to be searched.  In this example, “MGR3” is used.

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3. Select the TAC/LOA to be edited.
4. Click ‘Edit’.

Processing Manual Lines of Accounting from other Services
When a valid segmented LOA is not available, the LOA is processed as a text LOA in the shorthand alias field. This text LOA is associated with default accounting code. A system control within PowerTrack prevents more than one charge on the same e-bill containing two TACs that are associated to the default LOA. Additional details on this control are outlined in DFAS Issue Paper #69, released by DFAS to the Services. Per the DFAS Memorandum of Agreement, USMC agreed to support this default EDI 858 process. 

1.8.1.4 Instructions for Loading Manual LOAs and TACs of Other Services

1. The TMO requests that the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator load the manual TAC.
2. TVCD contacts DFAS-Arlington with the request to load the manual TAC to the USMC Chart of Accounts.
Re-pointing the Chart of Accounts
The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator has the authority to assign or change the COA for any USMC PowerTrack account. Should a specific PowerTrack account require access to an older COA, the System Administrator re-points the account to the COA that contains prior fiscal year TACs and LOAs.
From the login screen
1. Select ‘Configuration’ > ‘Profile Manager’.

6. Click ’Load’.
7. Select ’Default LOA’ from the Accounting Code Assignment Policy drop down menu.
8. After ensuring that these fields are correct, click ‘Enter’.

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1.8.2 User Account Management
Local IDs, DoD-Wide Read Only IDs, and Certification Approval Rights are types of User Accounts available in PowerTrack. Approval limits are established in PowerTrack for each user ID with approval permissions.
1.8.2.1 Instructions for Creating a PowerTrack User Account

1. The PowerTrack User completes the password request form to establish local and DOD-Wide IDs.
2. Upon completion of the password request form, the user submits the form to either the local system administrator or the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator.

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1.8.2.1.1 Local PowerTrack User IDs (Access to USMC PowerTrack Accounts)
The local System Administrator for each PowerTrack account is responsible for creating local User IDs as needed. TVCD facilitates the creation of these accounts as needed. TVCD creates these local IDs only when a PowerTrack account does not have a local system administrator established that is able to create local User IDs. These local IDs allow the TMO to approve transactions based on the threshold value assigned to them from their local System Administrator.
Temporary passwords for local User IDs are established within 2 business days after receipt of the request. The local System Administrator for each PowerTrack account can also establish local User IDs. The approval limit amount comes from the requesting TMO office. After receiving the request, following steps are executed:
From the login screen 

1. Select ‘Configuration’ > ‘Profile Manager’.

3. Input the user information into the fields below. The input field, ‘Organization level’ refers to the USMC PowerTrack Account.
The following fields should be left blank during set up:

· Employee ID

· Agent information

· Multiple organization access

The operation filters provide controls over the user’s system rights within PowerTrack. For local IDs, select “Default Admin-07” from the Operation Filters dropdown menu. To create local System Administrator IDs, select “System Admin-08”. 

4. To set the password click ‘Set Password….’ located in the upper right hand corner of the screen. 

5. Create a password using alphanumeric characters (password requires both) and answer a security question.  Users will have the opportunity to change their password during their initial PowerTrack login.

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1.8.2.1.2 DoD-Wide, Read Only ID (Access to all PowerTrack Sites)
Fund Managers require the DOD-Wide, Read Only User ID to monitor and track the use of their funds. Data Analysis is a popular tool within PowerTrack that allows the user to query on a specific TAC. A DoD-Wide, Read Only ID is needed to use this tool in PowerTrack.
To establish a DoD-Wide, Read Only PowerTrack user ID, Fund Managers send the password request form to the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator. 

The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator forwards the request to PowerTrack via email (customer.support@powertrack.com) requesting the creation of a DoD-Wide, Read Only User ID.
The request for a DoD-Wide, Read only User ID must come from the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator in order for the PowerTrack Helpdesk to process the request. Requests that do not come from the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator will not be processed.
1.8.2.1.3 Resetting Passwords
For Local PowerTrack User IDs, requests to reset passwords are directed to the Local PowerTrack System Administrator for resolution. The Local PowerTrack System Administrator resets the password, and emails the new password to the TMO. Instructions for resetting a password are referenced in the PowerTrack SOP.
For DoD-Wide Read Only User IDs, resetting of a DoD-Level access password must be done by the PowerTrack Help Desk via email to customer.support@powertrack.com or by telephone at 800-417-1844.
1.8.2.1.4 Increase/Decrease Approval Level Limits for TMOs and Cos
Approval limits are internal controls within PowerTrack that establish an approval level limit for the TMO Representative.

1. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator receives a request, via email, from the supervising officer of the TMO for an approval level increase/decrease in PowerTrack.

2. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator enters PowerTrack Profile Manager and follows the steps, written in section A.1 of the PowerTrack SOP which describes creating the Local PowerTrack User ID. The approval level limit is changed using the drop down box within the user profile. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator receives approval level requests from the supervisor of that PowerTrack account. The highest approval level is rail, which allows approvals up to $500,000.

3. Depending if this is a one-time occurrence or a permanent request, determines whether the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator resets the approval amount back to the original value.
4. Upon change of the approval level, the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator notifies the TMO that the approval limit has been increased or decreased.
1.8.2.1.5 Operational Filter Settings
All users must be assigned an operational filter to control their capabilities within PowerTrack.  Profile Manager contains a detailed matrix explaining every level of access that each filter allows.  The general responsibilities/capabilities of each filter are briefly described below:

1.8.2.1.6 Certification Approval Rights for Certifying Officer
Each PowerTrack Account requires a Certifying Officer (CO). The CO reviews the electronic portion of the PowerTrack summary invoice to be validated, and electronically certified. Department of Defense (DoD) Financial Management Regulation (FMR) 7000.14-R, Volume 5, Chapter 33, “Accountable Officials and Certifying Officers” identifies the responsibilities for Certifying Officers, Accountable Officials, and Reviewing Officials.
1. To establish certification rights, a DD Form 577 signature card is completed at each site and faxed to the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator coordinates with the TMO to ensure the applicant has an existing local PowerTrack account established before completing step 2. The DD Form 577 is located at the following link:

4. DFAS-Indianapolis keeps a hard copy of the DD Form 577 on file, and provides certification rights to the TMOs upon receipt of the form.

1.8.3 New Trading Partner Relation (TPR) Creation 
Trading Partner Relations (TPR) in PowerTrack is an internal control limiting the business partners who conduct business with USMC. An existing TPR symbolizes that USMC can receive bills and pay bills to a DoD-approved carrier via PowerTrack.
1.8.3.1 Instructions for Establishing New Trading Partner Relations
1.8.3.1.1 Trading Partner Set-up Procedures
1. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator receives a request from the TMO or the Carrier to establish a new TPR.
2. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator gathers the following information:
· The name and office address of the TMO

· Last 4 digits of the “Buyers/USMC” PowerTrack Account number

· The DoDAAC of the PowerTrack Account
· The SCAC (Standard Alpha Carrier Code), a four alpha-character code used as the unique sort key in PowerTrack
3. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator confirms the Carrier is listed on the DoD approved list of Carriers. The DoD approved list of Carriers is located at the following SDDC website: 
https://cfm.eta.sddc.army.mil/ccp/jsp/ApprovedCarrierList.jsp 

4. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator forwards the TPR information to the PowerTrack Help Desk at customer.support@powertrack.com with a request that PowerTrack establishes a TPR between the USMC PowerTrack Account and the Carrier.
5. If the new trading partner will be set up to allow for use of the Matching Model in PowerTrack, CMOS must also be contacted so that the carrier SCAC and Module code can be linked to the shipper site and allow for receipt of EDI 858s.

1.8.3.1.2 Procedures for viewing existing TPR Relations for a USMC PowerTrack Account

1.8.4 Identification and Resolution of PowerTrack Issues
DFAS-Indianapolis is the Project Manager/Owner of PowerTrack. DFAS-Indianapolis, in conjunction with HQMC, assisted with the implementation of the Automated Commercial Transportation Payment and Accounting Process (Auto CONOPS) to all USMC PowerTrack Accounts that are in use today. Electronic files sent from PowerTrack and GEX—EDI 821s, obligate, expense, and liquidate funds in SABRS. Likewise, each PowerTrack account sends electronic invoices (EDI 810) for processing into the Computerized Accounts Payable System for Windows (CAPS-W). These electronic files and invoices are generally produced upon certification of the monthly PowerTrack Summary Invoice. Payment is made by one of the DFAS disbursement systems. 

The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator is contacted when a problem or issue occurs with the Auto CONOPS. Coordination of these issues to the appropriate POCs is contingent upon many items. For instance, day-to-day administrative problems are generally forwarded directly to the PowerTrack Help Desk. If the problem is not resolved in a timely manner, the problem is then elevated to PowerTrack management and DFAS-Indianapolis for further investigation. 

1.8.4.1 EDI Issues
One problem that should be resolved with the greatest urgency involves the processing of EDIs. Issues identified with these electronic files can cause problems in SABRS or CAPS-W. These problems result in the delayed payment to U.S. Bank, which adds interest being charged to USMC. DFAS-Indianapolis/PowerTrack PMO is the main point-of-contact for these issues, and should coordinate with PowerTrack, the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator, SABRS, and CAPS-W to resolve these issues. A Memorandum of Agreement between DFAS-Indianapolis and USMC has been drafted to specify the roles and responsibilities. DFAS-Indianapolis is responsible for researching and documenting the EDI issues so that U.S. Bank can appropriately resolve outstanding payment issues.
1.8.4.2 PowerTrack Enhancements
DFAS-Indianapolis is responsible for communicating PowerTrack process changes that affect USMC. These enhancements are released by DFAS-Arlington as an issue paper and require TVCD review and approval.

1.8.5 DFAS/USMC Memorandum of Agreement
Currently in draft form, the DFAS/USMC Memorandum of Agreement defines the roles and responsibilities for DFAS-Indianapolis and TVCD in providing PowerTrack support for USMC. 

Further questions and concerns should be directed to the DFAS PowerTrack Program Manager. Please reference the POC list for offices and responsible personnel.

1.8.6 Implementing PowerTrack at Additional Sites
The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator works with the USMC PowerTrack Account point-of-contact of the new site to complete the New PowerTrack Account Setup form below:

The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator communicates with the PowerTrack Help Desk and PowerTrack management to ensure that the new site is listed as a fully automated site. If this is not specified, PowerTrack will not process electronic files (e.g., EDI 810 and EDI 821).

1.8.7 DFAS Representation

The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator is also responsible for representing (or appointing a representative) the USMC for all DFAS implementations.  DFAS PowerTrack Headquarters is located at the DFAS-Arlington office.  All official implementations and issue papers originate from this site.  DFAS-Arlington typically holds bi-weekly conference calls to update all services on general PowerTrack, DFAS and transportation related issues.  Specific issues may require more infrequent conference calls or meetings during the year.  For any questions related to DFAS involvement, email hq-powertrack@dfas.mil. 

1.9 PowerTrack Tools
1.9.1 Expense Distribution Monitoring

The Expense Distribution Monitor (EDM) is a tool that provides visibility of funds used in PowerTrack across all of DoD.  Regardless of the organizational profile a given PowerTrack user operates under (ex: MCB Camp Lejeune), the user’s visibility extends across any and all DoD entities that use a particular TAC or LOA.
This tool is valuable specifically in the following situations:

· Analyzing LOA/TAC usage across DOD

· Determining site specific use of funds

· Identifying improper LOA/TAC assignments

· Analyzing LOA trends

· Comparing PowerTrack records with organizational accounting records

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1.9.2 Payment Delays Report

The Payment Delays Report provides a list of transactions awaiting approval.  The report can be broken out in two ways: services awaiting completion and unapproved completed services.

Results are sorted first by shipper site, then by carrier, then by BOL #.

This report is especially useful for shipper sites using the Carrier Invoicing Model for transaction processing, as all transactions submitted to PowerTrack by carriers require approval from the Buyer before payment can be authorized.

All FA2 segments are separated by an asterisk (*) in a segmented LOA.  Currently, the only required fields for an LOA in PowerTrack are A1 (Department/Service Identicator) and L1 (Accounting Installation Number).  Per DFAS Issue Paper #72, the L1 field will no longer be required within the LOA, but will appear in either the LOA or in the ZZ alias field.
When an AIN is ‘turned on,’ it is approved for back-end automation in that Service’s accounting systems.  The AIN value determines how a specific transaction will be processed.  When an AIN is ‘turned on’ at GEX, any LOA with that value in the L1 field is recognized across all relevant shipper and data repository systems as electronic and appears in the electronic portion of the PSI.  If an AIN is ‘turned off’ at GEX any LOA with that value in the L1 field is recognized as manual and appear in the manual portion of the PSI.
DFAS-Arlington manages the Data Routing File that is sent to all systems when AIN changes are made.  AIN automation is controlled by various factors including the Service’s willingness to automate and the DFAS payment and accounting systems’ ability to process electronic files.  If the AIN has not been automated, the LOA must be processed manually.
All FA2 segments must generate correctly as a transaction passes through the various processing systems.  When a transaction is loaded from CMOS-TRACKER-DAASC-PowerTrack, a failed FA2 segment generation will lead to a syntax error at one of the processing systems by the time it reaches PowerTrack.  Refer to section ‎7.1 for instructions on handling missing/failed transactions.

2.2 LOA Variation
Due to the various means of entering a transaction into PowerTrack (Ebill, Matching, Carrier Invoicing – see section ‎4.1), some USMC LOAs have become slightly differentiated over time.  Most notably, the B3, F1 and K6 segments have seen some variety, leading to different versions of the same LOA appearing on a monthly PSI.  See the example of MGR3 below.

The effect of these variations is seen most notably on the PSI.  All transactions charged to a given TAC will normally roll up under one LOA for certification and payment purposes.  When multiple versions of the same LOA exist, all versions could potentially appear on the monthly PSI with different transactions charged to each depending on the manner in which each transaction was loaded into PowerTrack.  DFAS has stated that the variation in these lines has not yet caused payment/processing errors.  However, as long as the PSI ‘Edit’ functionality exists, it is recommended that the TMO/CO, when able, switch all transactions charged to a specific TAC to the LOA that the TAC is related to in the PowerTrack COA.
3 DFAS
3.1 DFAS PowerTrack Operations

DFAS PowerTrack PMO is located in DFAS-Indianapolis.  All DoD freight or household goods payment policy changes will originate from this group.

The HQ-PowerTrack group is located at the DFAS-Arlington facility.  Communications regarding implementation activities, issue papers and process changes will originate from this group.  This group will also monitor the certification activities of each shipper site.

3.2 DFAS Data Systems
3.2.1 SABRS

The Standard Accounting, Budgeting and Reporting System (SABRS) is the USMC accounting system.  SABRS is used for validating TACs and Standard Document Numbers (SDNs), and allows to the viewing of financial data of each SDN. The system is managed and operated by DFAS-Kansas City.
3.2.2 CAPS-W

The Computerized Accounts Payable System for Windows (CAPS-W) is the USMC entitlement system owned and operated by DFAS.  

3.2.3 SRD-1

The Standard Finance System Redesign Subsystem1 (SRD-1) is the USMC disbursement system owned and operated by DFAS.

3.2.4 TGET

The Transportation Global Edit Table (TGET) is the repository for all services’ TAC and LOA information.  TGET is owned and operated out of DFAS-Columbus.  TGET data is loaded into PowerTrack via an EDI 814 upload.  As referenced in DFAS Issue Paper #73, TGET will provide a weekly EDI 814 to PowerTrack to keep all COAs up to date with accurate/valid TAC information.
4 USMC Freight Transportation

4.1 Freight Transaction Processing Systems

4.1.1 CMOS

The Cargo Movement Operations Systems (CMOS) is the USMC’s shipping system.  CMOS supports base-level and theater distribution center movement traffic management. It is used at Air Force, Marine Corps and selected Navy and Army activities around the world. While the Department of Defense defines its business enterprise architecture and develops appropriate enterprise systems solutions, CMOS continues to provide effective traffic management support to the warfighter in a low-cost sustainment posture.

· Prepares and manages all movement documentation 

· Electronic interface with shippers, commercial carriers, and receiving activities 

· bar coding and scanning for cargo processing 

· Provides intransit visibility 

· Provides EDI transactions to DOD and commercial carriers 

· Plans and manages force deployment 

· Supports the deployed AEF warfighter

4.1.2 TRACKER

TRACKER is the cargo tracking system for Air Force and Marine Corps.  TRACKER’s primary role in the transaction process is converting TACs to their associated segmented LOA.  TRACKER must be accessed from a computer with a CAC reader and a ‘.mil’ domain.

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4.1.3 DAASC

The Defense Activity Addressing System Center (DAASC) is the base for all electronic transaction routing for the DoD.  DAASC is owned by DLA.

4.1.3.1 DEBX/GEX

The DoD Electronic Business Exchange (DEBX) supports X12 data conversion and translation processes.  PowerTrack is unable to accept standard User Defined Files (UDFs), such as those generated by transportation systems.  DEBX converts UDFs to ASC X12 formatted files which can be loaded into PowerTrack.

The Global Exchange Service (GEX) works in conjunction with DEBX to translate UDFs to appropriate ANSI-X12 files to be interpreted and accepted by PowerTrack.

GEX provides a standard User Defined Format (UDF) – Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) interface between DTS and GEX. The DEBX reads and validates the incoming DTS XML file, formats data into appropriate Electronic Commerce/Electronic Data Interchange (EC/EDI)transaction, validates the accounting data and determines the target system for building the User Defined Format (UDF) and forwards the file to the appropriate system.
4.2 Freight Transaction Models
There are three types of transaction models that process through PowerTrack and allow for payment to the seller/carrier: Matching Model, Ebills and Carrier Invoicing.
4.2.1 Matching Model

The Matching Model is preferred for all PowerTrack shipments in the electronic environment.  The buyer’s Bill of Lading from the shipper system (CMOS) and the seller’s PRO (Progressive Number)/Invoice load electronically into PowerTrack and are matched.  The BOL number that appears on the seller's invoice must match the BOL number on the buyer's BOL.  Once a BOL and a PRO are matched to each other, payment is automatically authorized to the carrier.
A transaction created using the matching model displays an "M" in the Payment List window.

4.2.2 Ebills

The Ebill (or self-invoicing) process is one available option in the when the Matching Model does not apply, especially with regard to small package shipments or when the seller does not have EDI capability (CMOS in use).  The carrier will fax/mail a hardcopy invoice to the shipper site.  A buyer representative will then manually enter the invoice data into PowerTrack.  When the Ebill process is completed, payment is authorized to the carrier.  This process relies heavily on accurate data entry on the part of the TMO.
A transaction created using the self-invoicing model displays an "S" in the Payment List window.

4.2.3 Carrier Invoicing

Carrier Invoicing is a second option when the Matching Model is unavailable.  The difference between Carrier Invoicing and the Ebill process is that the carrier loads the invoice into PowerTrack and generates the BOL.  When the shipping site approves the transaction in PowerTrack, payment is authorized to the carrier.  Carrier Invoicing is the preferred processing method when matching is unavailable.
A transaction created using the carrier invoicing model displays a "C" in the Payment List window.

The following sites currently use Carrier Invoicing to process their small package shipments:

· MCB Camp Pendleton

· MCBH Kaneohe Bay

· MCB Quantico

· MCB Camp Butler
The FedEx and DHL Carrier Invoicing processes are designed so that the TAC is automatically pulled from the TCN field.  When the transaction is loaded, PowerTrack automatically pulls the last four digits from the TCN field and applies them as the TAC.  If this process fails or the TMO does not include the TAC at the end of the TCN field when submitting the transportation information to the carrier, an incorrect TAC value will be applied to the transaction.  In this case, the transaction will require a manual correction to the TAC field in Transaction Manager.

An error in this process will also load an invalid TAC to the USMC COA.  Invalid TACs will automatically associate to the default LOA.  Under current PowerTrack operational capability, TACs cannot be deleted from a COA once loaded.  Due to this process, it is vital to the data quality of the USMC COA that the Carrier Invoice Model is applied correctly to when in use.

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4.6 Certification Procedures

DFAS operates on a 15 government business day certification cycle, while U.S. Bank operates on a 15 day calendar cycle.  All invoices are required to be certified and submitted to DFAS five government business days after the fifteenth of the month to allow DFAS time to authorize payment to U.S. Bank within the next 10 government business days.  However, after 15 calendar days, payments due to U.S. Bank begin to accrue interest.  As such, timely and accurate certification of PSIs is vital to DFAS’ ability to successfully authorize payments and minimize interest accrual.

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4.6.1 Invoice Maintenance

There are two types of PowerTrack Summary Invoices: Open and Closed.  Open invoices show upcoming payments to be made to the current billing cycle, are available for editing and are listed under status ‘Open’ or ‘Approval Required.’  When the status is ‘Open,’ the current billing cycle is still open and the PSI will populate with new transactions.  When the status is ‘Approval Required,’ the billing cycle has ended, no new transactions will post and the PSI is available for certification.  Closed invoices represent past payments from previous billing cycles and appear under the status ‘Approval Final.’

Prior to certification, all COs should review the Line Item Detail (LID) Download to validate all transactions and verify all charges against their appropriate TACs and LOAs.  LID provides a transaction level breakdown of all shipping information.

5 Personal Property

The Surface Deployment and Distribution Command (SDDC) developed the Families First Department of Defense Personal Property Program to address the mobilization and relocation of service members and their families.  The Families First initiative is being implemented in three phases:

· Phase I - Centralized Web Application (CWA), PowerTrack and Customer Satisfaction Survey (CSS)

· Phase II - Deployment of the Defense Personal Property System (DPS) featuring the re-engineered personal property program including major service improvements

· Phase III - Local Moves, Non Temporary Storage (NTS) and Special Storage in DPS and the elimination of Direct Procurement Method (DPM) and Intra Theater Tender/contract moves

5.1 PPTY Roles

· HQMC

· TVCD

· PPSO

· TO/CO

· TSP

· PowerTrack/US Bank

· DFAS

5.2 PPTY Responsibilities

· HQMC:  Headquarters, Marine Corps (HQMC) is responsible for overall advocacy of the enactment of Families First initiatives within the Marine Corps.
· TVCD:  The Transportation Voucher Certification Division (TVCD) is responsible for the general and overall daily oversight of the voucher payment process for the Marine Corps.  This will include tracking of members who have exceeded their weight entitlement and collection of monies owed.  TVCD will ensure timely processing of invoices by Personal Property Shipping Offices (PPSOs).  TVCD will also implement and perform data collection related to the customer service surveys and monthly reporting to HQMC.  

· Contact SDDC through their website (http://www.sddc.army.mil/Public/Home) and acquire Service HQ-level (master) access to CWA via ETA to allow for daily oversight of Transportation Service Provider (TSP) invoices related to HHG moves.  Information is acquired to monitor any Marine Corps invoices to ensure invoices are processed within the allotted time period.  The primary focus must be to limit Prompt Payment Interest (PPI) related to HHG invoices.  As necessary, concerns regarding invoices will be forwarded to HQMC for assistance.

· Contact U.S. Bank (Ron Owen at ronald.owen@usbank.com) and request inclusion on its monthly distribution of DoD PowerTrack government account status summary.  This document provides a summary of invoices accruing as a result of DFAS not reimbursing U.S. Bank within the allotted time.

· Collect data (as available) regarding in-transit point of contact information (i.e., email, phone number, address) of service members related to their HHG moves.  Coordinate with current POC (Wanda Suite at wanda.suite@sddc.army.mil) at SDDC.
· PPSO: The Personal Property Shipping Office (PPSO) is responsible for placing the service request from the carrier.  The PPSO oversees all household goods shipping operations at each site.

· TO/CO: The Transportation Officer (TO) and Certifying Officer (CO) are responsible for managing the transportation/shipping activities of their respective sites and certifying invoices for payment by DFAS.  The TO/CO are positions within the PPSO.

· TSP: The Transportation Service Provider (TSP) is the seller/carrier and provides the transportation service.

· PowerTrack/U.S. Bank: PowerTrack/U.S. Bank consolidates monthly shipping transactions and pays the seller/carrier for services provided to the USMC.  PowerTrack is U.S. Bank’s web-based, commercial business-to-business payment system.  PowerTrack will be used for payment of TSP invoices

· DFAS: DFAS receives electronic/manual invoices from the shipping sites and authorizes payment to PowerTrack/U.S. Bank.
5.3 HHG Transaction Processing Systems

5.3.1 CWA

The Central Web Application (CWA) is a web-based application used by shipping sites to review/approve services rendered and to cost shipments.  CWA converts TACs to FA2 segmented LOAs.  The Marine Corps HHG Funds Manager (Tom Rivera thomas.l.rivera@usmc.mil) manages the payments by (SDN).  Marine Corps business rules require JPPSOs/PPSOs to load SDN information into TOPS/CWA for every Marine Corps HHG move to insure payments are made within prescribed time allowances.  The TVCD will extract data from the CWA and place into the Transportation Management System (TMS).  This will allow the TVCD to monitor Marines who exceed their transportation entitlements and assist in the collection of excess charges.  See Central Web Application (CWA) PPPO/PPSO User Manual at Appendix 2 of this document.

5.3.2 TOPS

Transportation Operational Personal Property Standard System (TOPS) is the current operating system utilized for the processing and management of HHG shipments.  See TOPS User Manual at Appendix 3 of this document.  For detailed information regarding Inbound processing of HHG shipments, see Appendix 4.  For detailed information regarding Outbound processing of HHG shipments, see Appendix 5.  For detailed information regarding processing of Non-Temporary Storage of HHG shipments, see Appendix 6.  For detailed information related to Counseling of Service Members regarding their HHG shipments see Appendix 7.

5.3.3 DPS

Defense Personal Property System (DPS) will replace TOPS as the processing system for HHG transactions and the functions of CWA are planned to be functional within DPS.  Concentration on the functionality of TOPS capabilities within DPS are primary which means the functions of CWA may not be readily capable within DPS until a much later time in development if at all (see Appendix 8, Families First Phase I Concept of Operations).  The primary DPS training avenue is the DPS training modules located within DPS.  Access to DPS must be acquired from SDDC through ETA with the prior approval and recommendation to SDDC by the ‘trusted agent’ located at each DPS system site.  The proposed Families First, Phase II Concept of Operations is located at Appendix 9.

5.4 Phase I

Phase I of Families First was the initial step in the move towards the reengineered Personal Property program of the future. Rolling out March 2004, the goal of Phase I was to improve the electronic billing and payment process in the current program using PowerTrack and the Personal Property Central Web Application (CWA). 
In addition to PowerTrack, the CWA will also be implemented as part of Phase I. The CWA is a web-based Government system that will be used for reviewing and approving services online, and for costing shipments. The CWA will be used in conjunction with the Transportation Operational Personal Property Standard System (TOPS) Systems.

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To recap, the life cycle of a personal property shipment in Phase I begins with the receipt of orders by
the Transportation Officer and ends with payment settlement to U.S. Bank.
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5.4.1 Phase I Process Overview

1. PPSO enters customer and shipment data into TOPS, which is then fed to TOPS History/CWA

2. PPSO provides TSP with hard copy of Bill of Lading (BoL)

3. TSP and PPSO use CWA to track pre-approved services

4. TSP performs services

5. TSP submits invoice to PowerTrack along with Notice of Service Completion (NOSC), either electronically in an EDI 859, or manually via the PowerTrack web interface

6. PowerTrack sends EDI 859 containing TSP data to CWA

7. Origin and Destination PPSOs approve services and quantities on line in CWA

8. CWA rates shipment, based on approved services

9. CWA feeds EDI 858 containing approved and costed services data to PowerTrack

10. PowerTrack compares TSP cost data against CWA cost data at line-item level

11. TSP invoices within pre-set thresholds and tolerances will be automatically approved

12. TSP invoices not within thresholds and tolerances will be approved manually in PowerTrack by Origin PPSO

13. U.S. Bank pays TSP via Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT)

14. PowerTrack sends payment data to CWA

15. Certifying Officer certifies PowerTrack Summary Invoice (PSI) and forwards it to supporting Payment Center

16. Payment Center pays U.S. Bank

5.5 Phase II

Phase II of Families First comprises the deployment of the Defense Personal Property System (DPS) featuring the re-engineered personal property program.  Phase II is scheduled to go live July 2007.  As the delivery vehicle for Families First program, DPS enables major improvements in the movement of personal property for all users including:
· Military and Civilian Families - DoD Customers

· Self-Service Counseling

· Shipment Tracking

· Online Claims Settlement

· Full Replacement Value Protection

· Quality Service Impact via Customer Satisfaction Survey (CSS) 

· Personal Property Shipping Offices (PPSOs)

· Flexibility of a Central Web-based Application Interfaces 

· Shipment Management Online Notification Process

· Data Analysis

· Report and Document Generation

· Transportation Service Providers (TSPs)

· TSP Qualification

· Rate Filing

· Inbound - Outbound Shipment Management

· Claims Management - Reduced Claims Settlement Time

· Other Government Agencies

5.6 Phase III

Families First Phase III is the final increment of the development of Families First.  It will include the migration of Non-Temporary Storage (NTS) and Direct Procurement Method (DPM) into the Defense Personal Property System (DPS) environment, and the elimination of Intra Theater Tender/contract (ITT). Phase III will:
· Feature the same DPS functionalities as those developed in Phase II with enhancements specific to Phase III- requirements;

· Allow Phase III shipments to be booked and managed in DPS;

· Provide Service Members/Civilians and their families with an easier process, more flexible access, and higher quality of service for their personal property moves.

Phase III will include on-line self-counseling, improved service provider selection through Best Value Scoring (BVS) for NTS shipments, and Full Replacement Value (FRV) for both NTS and DPM shipments. FRV provides greater protection for DOD Customers and Service Members in case of shipment loss or damage.

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6 PowerTrack Payment Processes

After the BOL and invoice/PRO have been matched in PowerTrack, two payment trigger events must be completed for the seller to be paid.  These two events can happen in any order.

6.1 Seller's Payment Trigger Event

The Seller must indicate Service Completion, which is much like a notification of delivery (NOD).  Depending on the transportation mode (method) of the transaction, the service completion event may be:
· Air and Motor: Delivered

· Ocean Vessel: Vessel departed

· Rail: Actual Pick up

The completion event is noted through ‘Shipment Status’ in Transaction Manager.

6.2 Buyer's Payment Trigger Event

· Buyer approves the transaction
6.3 Completion of Payment Trigger Events

Once a transaction is approved and the service event is complete, PowerTrack processes payment for the transaction via ACH (automated clearing house).  The amount paid is always the seller's invoiced amount, as PowerTrack does not short pay.

Once both the Buyer and Seller documents have been received in PowerTrack and matched, and both payment trigger events are satisfied, PowerTrack initiates the payment process.

When the seller is paid, the amount due to PowerTrack from the Buyer simultaneously is increased based on the transaction(s) paid.  The transaction is then transferred to the Buyer’s Open Summary Invoice.  No cost changes can be made to the transaction once the payment process is initiated.  PowerTrack pays the Seller as quickly as 24 hours after both payment trigger events are met.

If all payment conditions (both documents and payment trigger events) are met by 2:00 P.M. Central time of a normal business day (excluding Saturday, Sunday, and Federal Reserve holidays), the process of paying the Seller is initiated.  Funds availability is affected by the time is takes the U.S. Federal Reserve to move funds from PowerTrack to the seller's bank, and on how rapidly the seller's bank posts funds to the seller's account.  This is generally one to two days from the day PowerTrack initiates the payment process.

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7 Error Handling

7.1 Missing Transactions

7.1.1 Error
Occasionally, transactions released by CMOS will not load into PowerTrack.  When this occurs, there are several possible situations:

· TRACKER has received but not yet processed the transaction after release from CMOS.

· PowerTrack acknowledges that an EDI 858 was sent by TRACKER, rejects it and sends a 997 Error Report to GEX/DAASC.

· PowerTrack has no record of the EDI 858 being sent as the file failed before reaching PowerTrack.  In this case, the only party with visibility over the missing EDI 858 is the shipper.

7.1.2 Solution

The shipper site and TVCD first need to verify with TRACKER that the transaction was received and processed.  This can be done by either contacting TRACKER representative John Rhodes directly or by accessing the TRACKER website and running a query on the BOL in question (reference section ‎4.1.2 for more information).  If the transaction was not processed by TRACKER, CMOS may need to re-release the transaction.
Currently, there is no automated interface between GEX and CMOS, which results in EDI 997 reports being archived at GEX with no action taken by USMC parties.

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In the absence of this interface, shippers become aware of missing/failed EDI 858s by searching for the BOL in PowerTrack and not finding it or by notification from the carrier that payment for the transportation service has not occurred.  The shipper site will then contact TVCD regarding the missing EDI 858, and TVCD will forward the missing CBL number to TRACKER.  TRACKER will resend the EDI 858 as an update, checking specifically for correct FA2 segment generation.  The updated EDI 858 should appear in PowerTrack within 2 government business days.

Since PowerTrack sends EDI 997s directly to GEX, CMOS has no visibility over released transactions that fail to load.  PowerTrack is currently researching its ability to send EDI 997s directly to CMOS.  Additionally, CMOS has requested that all error reports use the DODAAC header of the shipper site instead of a generic USMC code.  This will allow the shipper site to access their specific failed EDI 858 in CMOS and re-release the transaction.

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Upon becoming aware of a missing/failed EDI 858 by either carrier notification or an EDI 997, shippers could then enter CMOS, correct the error and re-release the EDI 858 as an update.  

7.1.3 Missing Transactions

In the automated process, some commitments (EDI 858s) are inadvertently lost during transmission. The steps shown in the following figure allow the TMO and the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator to identify where the transaction error occurred.

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The procedures listed below help locate missing transactions, and help to identify any problems occurring on the front end of the automated process. The procedures ensure the Carrier gets paid by verifying that all USMC bills of lading (BoLs) are being loaded into PowerTrack.
The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator manages the missing transaction process and directs the TMOs to follow the steps listed below. These processes are outlined in the PowerTrack Standard Operating Procedure document, which is posted on the HQMC Installations and Logistics (I&L) website located at:

7.1.3.1 Instructions for TMOs to Research and Locate Missing Transactions
The following steps are researched by the TMO for transactions that are not loaded into PowerTrack. 
1. When it is suspected by the TMO that transactions are missing in PowerTrack, the following steps must be accomplished by the Local PowerTrack System Administrator:
· Verify that a valid BoL has been issued 
· Identify the date/time the BoL passed outgoing messages to DAASC in CMOS

· Go to the AFMC TRACKER website at https://TRACKER.wpafb.af.mil/ 

· Insert BoL number into the Logistics Data Query screen (No frames) 

· View display results: (example) 

· CBL Number: BGMT300147 

· TCN: M304003080FE01XXX 

· Date/Time Received: Apr 29 16:39 (in AFMC TRACKER) 

· Date/Time Passed: Apr 30 14:15 (to PowerTrack from AFMC TRACKER) 

· DAASC File Name: XWP0161484.119.1.20030429142002 

· ICC Number: 002574279 

· TAC: Local Funds 

· Bill To DODAAC: M93025
2. If there are entries in the Date/Time Received and the Date/Time Passed fields and the DAASC File Name, then AFMC TRACKER has received, processed and transmitted the BoL to PowerTrack on the date/time indicated using the DAASC filename. Contact the U.S. Bank Help Desk to obtain confirmation of upload into PowerTrack database by providing them the Interchange Control Number (ICC Number) of the file related to the CBL, the date the file was sent, and whether or not an EDI 997 (rejection notice) was generated from PowerTrack
3. If there are no entries in the Date/Time Received and the Date/Time Passed fields and the DAASC File Name, then the AFMC TRACKER has received the transaction, but not yet transmitted the BoL, then refer to the AFMC TRACKER website, and retrieve a telephone number to contact the appropriate personnel to report the problem (https://TRACKER.wpafb.af.mil/)
4. If there are no entries in the Date/Time Received and the Date/Time Passed fields and the DAASC File Name, then the AFMC TRACKER has not received the BoL, then contact the CMOS Field Assistance Branch (FAB) to report a missing transaction.
5. If the above procedures do not resolve the missing transaction issue, the TMO contacts TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator.
When the TMO is unable to successfully research the missing transactions, TVCD works with the TMO, DFAS, and PowerTrack to ensure the steps have been followed, and determine where the misconnection occurred. 

6. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator receives the ICC Number from the TMO and re-traces the steps advised to the TMO.
7. The TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator sends an email to the following contacts to determine where the problem occurred:

· If DAASC/GEX or AFMC TRACKER confirms processing of the EDI 858, then TVCD provides the ICC Number to PowerTrack for research (see Step 3 below).
· If DAASC/GEX or AFMC TRACKER find the transaction and determine that it was not processed, then TVCD advises TRACKER to resend the EDI 858.
· If DAASC/GEX or AFMC TRACKER cannot find the transaction, then TVCD advises the TMO to resend the EDI 858 to PowerTrack.
8. If PowerTrack confirms receipt of the EDI 858, but does not have it loaded, then the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator advises PowerTrack to load the EDI 858. PowerTrack, upon receipt of the EDI 858, has 24 hours to load the transaction.
9. If PowerTrack does not comply with loading the EDI 858 then the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator is responsible for reporting this problem/non-compliance to DFAS-Arlington.
10. DFAS-Indianapolis, as the Program Manager of PowerTrack, is responsible for resolving any system issues that arise. 

7.1.4 Failed USMC TAC Conversions
USMC TACs are converted into segmented LOAs at AFMC TRACKER. The use of segmented LOAs is essential in the Automated Process.
To ensure USMC TACs are converted to segmented LOAs, and payments are disbursed electronically at DFAS-Vendor Pay, the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator must monitor the TAC conversion rates—the number of TACs converted to segmented LOAs.
7.1.4.1 Instructions for Resolving Failed USMC TAC Conversions
1. TVCD will be responsible for monitoring successful TAC conversions.
2. TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator reviews the TAC Conversion report for USMC TACs that failed to convert. Some TACs fail to convert in compliance with internal control policies (e.g.. an FY06 TAC should not convert if it is invalid in FY07). For TACs that should convert, the TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator performs further research.
3. The HQMC SDT TOT verifies in TGET that the TAC is associated to a valid LOA.
4. After confirming that a TAC is associated to a valid LOA in TGET, TVCD contacts AFMC TRACKER (John Rhodes at john.rhodes@wpafb.af.mil)
5. TVCD provides AFMC TRACKER a list of the TACs that are not converting to research.
6. AFMC TRACKER researches and provides the results to TVCD. 

7.2 Delinquent Payments & Interest Accrual
7.2.1 Error
PowerTrack sends an account payment delinquency report to all services’ stakeholders and system owners approximately biweekly.  After 15 calendar days, any amount due begins to accrue interest.  After 75 calendar days, PowerTrack reserves the right to close the account.
Payment cycles close on the fifteenth of the month.  Since the report is generated approximately at the beginning and middle of every month, accounts will almost always carry a positive balance from the current month’s transactions.  Therefore, researching the payment delinquency begins when accounts reach 45 days past due.  After 45 days, two payment cycles will have passed and reasons for higher days past due are more likely from missed payments rather than late payments.

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7.2.2 Solution

Three sources must be engaged in order to correct the missed/late/incorrect payments that contribute to delinquent accounts.

· PowerTrack Summary Invoice List and Summary Invoice

· TMO/CO for the account in question
· DFAS Vendor Pay office responsible for authorizing payments for the account

The source of rising balance amounts is often due to variability in payments for the manual portion of the monthly invoice.  Understanding how much was owed to U.S. Bank and how much DFAS actually disbursed can uncover the balance due.  U.S. Bank automatically applies any received payment to the most outstanding balance owed.

7.3 PSI ‘Edit’ Functionality Error

7.3.1 Error

All PowerTrack users are assigned an operational filter level which will determine their capabilities within the system (see section 2 for details on each level).  In general, all PowerTrack operational filters allow access to the Edit functionality within the PSI (see screenshot below), except for the ‘View and Report Only’ settings.

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7.3.2 Solution

Due to the time restraints on changing transactions at the TCN level, PSI Edit functionality is vital to TMOs/COs who need to change only the LOA for a set of transactions.  Occasionally, some profiles will lose access to this Edit feature, regardless of their operational filter.  When this occurs, the PowerTrack Helpdesk should be contacted immediately to investigate and resolve the issue.

7.4 Electronic Certification Failure

7.4.1 Error
PowerTrack will occasionally fail to allow user access to the password screen when attempting to certify the electronic invoice.

Upon entering the password for verification, the payment verification screen will either not load or will direct the user to a web site that cannot be found.
7.4.2 Solution

The following steps should be followed to ensure minimal disruption to standard payment procedures:

1. Proceed with certification of manual invoice.  Once a monthly PSI is locked down and requires approval, the manual portion can still be printed regardless of ability to electronically certify.  Refer to section ‎4.5.5.2 for detailed instructions.

2. Open a trouble ticket with the PowerTrack Helpdesk immediately.

3. Contact TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator immediately.  

4. TVCD PowerTrack System Administrator should also contact PowerTrack representatives to ensure that interest does not begin to accrue 15 days after PSI availability but rather 15 days after the Helpdesk trouble ticket is closed and electronic certification can occur.

5. If the PowerTrack Helpdesk is unable to solve the problem, the electronic invoice will also have to be certified manually.  This step should only be used as a last resort, as it will lead to extensive manual work by DFAS to process the payment.

8 Best Practices (Navy)
1. Take advantage of the saved “Find Transactions” feature
· Save search criteria to quickly access frequently viewed information

· Assure that sites are approving carrier transactions in a timely manner

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3. Check the “Unmatched Buyers” in addition to the “Unmatched Sellers”

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4. Do not approve transactions without TACs/LOAs

· All transactions must be certified with a valid TAC in order to be paid by DFAS
5. Do not use “Unlinked eBills”

6. Use “New Buyer/Seller” feature vice an eBill
7. Do not duplicate “Buyer Doc IDs”
· Unique document IDs will identify and separate individual shipments
8. Designate Certifying Officer alternates and approvers

· Allows for PSIs to be certified on time when the certifying officer is unavailable
9. Use the “PowerTrack email notification” feature

· PowerTrack can automatically send selected users an email when any of the following transaction criteria are met: the occurrence of audit exceptions, when invoice or Ebill approval is required or when unmatched transactions are found
