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INTRODUCTION

he Badge of Military Merit, established by Gen. George

Washington on Aug. 7, 1782, was the first authorized U.S.

military decoration. A piece of cloth in the form of a heart,
this decoration was intended to recognize servicemen who displayed
unusual gallantry or extraordinary fidelity. Only three are known to
have been awarded, and the award fell into disuse after the Revolu-
tionary War. Gen. Douglas MacArthur revived it as the Purple Heart
in 1932,

The Medal of Honor was the next decoration to be specifically
designed and authorized for U.S. service members. It was established
on Dec. 21, 1861, by President Abraham Lincoln for enlisted men of
the Navy and Marine Corps. Its use was later expanded to include
enlisted men and officers of all services.

Since that time, many decorations have evolved. Changes in eligi-
bility criteria have been made over the years, and, in some cases,
decorations have fallen into disuse. However, the basic hierarchy
remains unchanged. The Medal of Honor remains the highest mili-
tary decoration that this nation can bestow upon a service member,
and lesser degrees of recognition are acknowledged by other decora-
tions in descending order.

This booklet provides illustrations and brief descriptions of the
decorations and awards that may be earned by members of the
armed forces. Also included are descriptions of top civilian awards
issued by DoD and the services as well as charts on the order of
precedence for wearing individual decorations and awards. For com-
plete information and official instructions about how decorations and
awards are issued and worn, consult your service’s regulations.

The decorations and awards on these and subsequent pages are
listed in DoD 1348.33-M (Manual of Military Decorations and Awards),
published by the Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense (Force
Management and Personnel).

They are listed in general order of precedence. However, prece-
dence, and thus the appropriate order for wear on the uniform, is
established by the service secretary; therefore, separate sections
showing the order of precedence for individual services are shown
elsewhere in this booklet.

These awards and decorations are those most fikely to be found on
the uniform of today’s service member. For this reason, awards and
decorations issued prior to 1950—generally before the Korean con-
flict—are not shown. For the same reason, foreign unit awards (such
as the Philippine Republic Presidential Unit Citation) are included,
even though they are not listed in DoD Manual 1348.33-M.

World War I—Navy

The Medal of Honor

The first formal system for rewarding acts of individual
gallantry by the nation’s fighting men was established by Gen.
George Washington on Aug. 7, 1782. Designed to recognize
“any singularly meritorious action,” the award consisted of a
purple cloth heart, Records show that only three persons
received the award: Sgt. Elijah Churchill, Sgt. William Brown
and Sgt. Daniel Bissel Jr.

The Badge of Military Merit, as it was called, fell into
oblivion until 1932, when Gen. Douglas MacArthur, then
Army chief of staff, pressed for its revival, Officially
reinstituted on Feb. 22, 1932, the now-familiar Purple Heart
was at first an Army award, given to those who had been
wounded in World War | or who possessed a Meritorious
Service Citation Certificate. In 1943, the order was amended to
include personnel of the Navy, Marine Corps and Coast
Guard. Coverage was eventually extended to include all
services and “any civilian national” wounded while serving
with the armed forces.

Although the Badge of Military Merit fell into disuse after
the Revolutionary War, the idea of a decoration for individual
gallantry remained through the early 1800s. In 1847, after the
outbreak of the Mexican-American War, a “certificate of merit”
was established for any soldier who distinguished himself in
action. No medal went with the honor. After the Mexican-
American War, the award was discontinued, which meant there
was no military award with which to recognize the nation’s
fighting men.

Early in the Civil War, a medal for individual valor was
proposed to General-in-Chief of the Army Winfield Scott. But
Scott felt medals smacked of European affectation and killed
the idea.

The medal found support in the Navy, however, where it
was felt recognition of courage in strife was needed. Public
Resolution 82, containing a provision for a Navy medal of
valor, was signed into law by President Abraham Lincoln on
Dec. 21, 1861. The medal was “to be bestowed upon such
petty officers, seamen, landsmen and marines as shall most
distinguish themselves by their gallantry and other seamanlike
qualities during the present war.”

Shortly after this, a resolution similar in wording was
introduced on behalf of the Army. Signed into law July 12,
1862, the measure provided for awarding a medal of honor “to
such noncommissioned officers and privates as shall most
distinguish themselves by their gallantry in action, and other
soldierlike qualities, during the present insurrection.”

Although it was created for the Civil War, Congress made
the Medal of Honor a permanent decoration in 1863.

Almost 3,400 men and one woman have received the award
for heroic actions in the nation’s battles since that time.

DEVICEN

DeviCes are affixed to service or suspension ribbons to denote additional awards or

participation in a specific event. Numerous devices have been authorized for the various
decorations and service awards awarded to members of the armed forces of the United States. In
most instances, the services determine the manner in which these devices shall be worn; however,
in the case of defense awards, the devices to be worn are determined by the assistant secretary of
defense (force management and personnel). These are the devices authorized for wear on the

service and suspension ribbons of defense awards.

BRONZE OAK LEAF CLUSTER

The bronze oak leaf cluster represents

second and subsequent entitlements of
awards.

SILVER SERVICE STAR

Worn in the same manner as the bronze star,
but each silver star is worn in lieu of five
bronze service stars.
